1. To promote the cause of Staff Grade, Associate Specialist and Specialty doctors within your region. This will be within the remit outlined by the College of Emergency Medicine (CEM). Please refer any contractual issues to the appropriate committees/representative

2. Promote and encourage membership of FASSGEM and CEM within your local region of Emergency Medicine (EM) SAS doctors 
3. Attend at least 50% of the BMA CCSC meetings (usually held in February and September) or organise a suitable deputy (Chair or other delegated FASSGEM officer) to attend when you cannot. Reasonable expenses for travel and subsistence will be payable in accordance with College policy
4. Provide a local point of contact for advice to FASSGEM members on issues relating to the objectives of the College/FASSGEM, including professional standards, clinical standards, research, education and CPD, training and other professional matters
5. To report to the CCSC in all matters affecting the interests of SAS doctors in emergency medicine

6.To provide advice to the CCSC and the wider BMA on specialty specific issues and to contribute to the development of broader CCSC advice and guidance as required

7.To provide a lead on specialty specific issues, including liaison with the press and political lobbying or the development of relevant policy on behalf of the CCSC. Improve coordination and communication with other important specialty organisations.
8. Provide a verbal or written report at the AGM. If you are unable to attend then you must provide a written report of the year’s significant activities.

9.You must discuss the commitment required of this post with your clinical colleagues and employer(s)
10. Failure to perform any of the above duties will entitle FASSGEM Officers to request that you stand down from your position.
